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Lancaster Parks Rules

1 Rising Park shall be closed each day at dusk and no person shall be allowed therein after that time except that
upon application to the Superintendent and at his discretion he may grant permission to use the shelter houses
until 10:00 o'clock P.M. by reservation onlReservations will only be accepted from residents of the City of
Lancaster.

1 All other Parks, except for Miller Park and Tiki Swimming Pool, shall be closed at 10:00 o'clockiring
the months of May, June, July, August, and September and shall be closed at dusk during other months of the
year and no person shall be allowed therein after closing time.

1 No person shall operate a vehicle in the city parks at a speed in excess of fifteen miles per hour.

91 Dogs are not permitted in City Parks except on le#sfiogs or any other animals are found running at large
within any of the parks, they may be impounded.

1 Climbing any tree, or walking, standing or sitting upon the monuments, vases, fountains, railings, fences or
gun carriages or throwing or rolling stones or other missiles in any of the Parks is prohibited.

9 All persons are prohibited from going onto the ice on any of the lakes; ponds or streams in the Parks except
such as are designated as skating areas and thereon only when permitted by the Superifiteadguper-
intendent indicating the ice is not safe posts a sign, no one shall be permitted thereon.

1 No person shall take into or upon any Park any alcoholic beverages, either for sale to others or have in his
possession for his own use or for the use of others nor shall any person five away or dispose of any alcoholic
beverages in or upon any Pafko intoxicated person will be allowed to enter or remain within any of the
Parks.

1 Climbing over or going beyond the protection railing on the top of Mt. Pleasant and climbing or scaling the
South of West side of Mt. Pleasant are each and all prohibited.

1 No person shall play golf or use golf balls and clubs within the public parks and playgrounds of the City.

1 Itis forbidden to use metal detectors in any City Park

Policies and Procedures

Notice to Participants

Participants must recognize that all classes/activities of a physical nature involve some risk, and by registering
for a class/activity of this nature there is an assumption of risk by the participant. The City of Lancaster Parks
and Recreation Department is dedicated to providing safe facilities and equipment as well as qualified staff for
all participants. Every effort is made to ensure participant safety and to providddgstrecreational activi-

ties, facilities and parks. In the event of a serious accident or illness, it is the policy of the City of Lancaster
to: (1) contact the Lancaster Fire Department Paramedics to perform first aid and, when necessary, recom-
mend transport of the victim to the hospital; (2) reach the parent, guardian or emergency contact as soon as the
situation allows.

Due to Inclement Weather

All daytime (before 5:00 p.m.) programs will be cancelled when Lancaster City Schools are closed due to in-
clement weather. Cancellation of evening programs (after 5:00 PM.) will be determined by 4:00 p.m. On
weekends, information will be available on daytime classes beginning at 8:00 a.m. and on evening classes
